Silent Compassion

by Father Richard Rohr, OFM
Father Richard is a Franciscan friar

who has written over 20 books and led
retreats throughout the world. He has
served as a priest since 1970. This very
short book is about the place which
mysticism has in the lives of all of us. He
is particularly focused on its place in the
lives of those of us in middle age, or as
he says, “the second half of life , where it
is not about winning anymore, rather
about being and inner integrity.”

One of the aspects of this book which
makes it interesting to many of us is its
roots in the Franciscan tradition of St.
Francis, St. Bonaventure, John Dun
Scotus to which many in the Midwest
have not been exposed. Rohr uses it to
explore the role that mysticism can play
in those stages of life where external
rules no longer provide an adequate road
to a relationship with God. Rohr’s
mysticism is in essence the path Jesus
was calling the ‘rich young man’ in the
Gospel to who had carefully observed
the Torah but wanted to know what else
to do. It is the step we all face when we
conclude that, after following all the
rules, more is needed. It is that place
where we turn the question of ‘now
what’ into ‘now who.’
