The Misunderstood Jew:  

The Church and the Scandal of the Jewish Jesus,  

by Dr. Amy-Jill Levine,  

HarperCollins, NY, 2007, p. 250, ISBN 978-0-06-113778-5. 
 
This community has expressed some interest in becoming more 

knowledgeable about Judaism and perhaps enter into a dialog 

with the Jewish community. One should not underestimate  the  

difficulties both of these involve. 
  
We should first undertake the arduous task of educating ourselves 

via reliable sources. I am not aware of a better place to start than 

this work, written by the holder of a chair in New Testament  

Studies at the Vanderbilt University School of Divinity (a Jewish 

woman) and recommended to me by a Past President of the  

Catholic Biblical Association (a Catholic nun). 
  
Dr. Levine wants to help Christians and Jews understand the 

"Jewishness" of Jesus. This is important because, in the author's 

words, 
  
"Anti-Jewish and potentially anti-Jewish rhetoric goes unnoticed 

in so much Christian scholarship because the authors are not  

attuned to how their words sound to different ears. The symptom 

is part of a larger problem in any interfaith or multicultural  

conversation. Jews and Christians, although using the same  

language, imbue the terms with different connotations and so talk 

past, rather than with, each other. In like manner, although they 

read the same texts, they take different messages from them.  

Efforts at harmonizing or reaching a theological consensus tend 

rather to blur the distinct messages synagogue and church  

proclaim and thus do a disservice to both. Nevertheless, those 

very distinctions might provide a fruitful means for fostering  

interfaith conversationðonce freed from the compulsion to reach 

common ground, together church and synagogue can celebrate 

their different voices and different practices and so both educate 

each other and, perhaps, foster a bit of holy envy."
